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The Village of Milford has adopted the National Federation of High School Associations and Summer Baseball in New York State Guidelines on handling baseball contests during thunder and/or lightning.

The purpose of these guidelines is to provide a default policy for making decisions concerning the suspension and restarting of contests based on the presence of thunder and/or lightning.  These guidelines will help ensure a uniform policy for all teams and help ensure the safety of all players, managers and field staff:

Criteria for suspension and resumption of play

1) Either thunder or lightning necessitates the games be suspended.  The occurrence of thunder and lightning is not subject to interpretation
2) When thunder is heard or lightning is seen play must be suspended and direct all participants to take shelter immediately (a building normally occupied by the public or, if no building is available, a vehicle with a solid metal top (e.g. bus, van, car).

3) Do not permit people to stand under trees.

4) 30-minute rule:  Once play has been suspended, wait at least 30 minutes after the last thunder is heard, or lightning is seen before resuming play.

5) Any subsequent thunder or lightning after the beginning of the 30-minute clock will reset the clock, and another 30-minute count will begin.
